Portfolio and Market Returns

The Bentham Global Income Fund NZD had a total return (after fees) of -0.37% in
the month of March, underperforming the benchmark (50% Bloomberg AusBond
Bank Bill Index (hedged to NZD), 50% Bloomberg AusBond Composite Index
(hedged to NZD)) after fees by 1.36%. On a before fees basis the fund returned
-0.30% for the month, underperforming the benchmark by 1.30%.

March was a mixed month with US Federal Reserve and European Central Bank
fueling dovish expectations in global rates. Yields drops across major currencies
with the Aussie 10 year bond reaching an all-time low of 1.72% in March, with the
Aussie market now pricing in two more full rate cuts in 2019.

The top performing contributors to performance included Bank Capital Securities,
Global Hybrids and Investment Grade Credit; whilst the bottom performing
contributors included Equity Securities, Residential Mortgage Backed Securities
(RMBS) and European Convertibles.

Credit was mostly weaker to flat across all sectors. European and US Investment
Grade spreads both tightened -5bps (123bps) and -1bps (119bps) respectively.
European High Yield widened +1bps to 401bps and US High Yield widened
+13bps to 391bps. US Leveraged Loan spreads widened +23bps to 467bps.
